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Government Funding is intended to contribute towards some of the costs of high quality, flexible childcare. Government Funding is calculated across only 38 weeks per year, per child. For all year round settings like ours which are open 51 weeks a year, the total hours are stretched and divided across the year using 10 hours of funding per day. We have a limited number of term time only spaces per Academic year, a term time only space uses funding slightly different. Term time only spaces use 7.5 hours of government funding a day. 

How we calculate the number of hours each child can access on a yearly basis is through the following calculation:

 15 hour funded children receive 570 (15x38) hours a year and 30 hour children receive 1140 (30x38) hours per year.

 As we are open 51 weeks a year, the funding is applied pro rata across the year so that the same fees are charged each month. The following formula is used: the number of hours you are eligible for which is either up to 15 or 30 hours, this is then multiplied by 38 weeks divided by 12 months, these hours are then deducted from your fees on a monthly basis.

Your child’s Date of Birth and Start date will determine when their funding eligibility will begin and which Price Plan they will start with from.

Our Full Funding Year starts from 1st September – 31st August for a full year of entitlement of 38 weeks.

·15 hour funded children receive 570 (15x38) hours a year

· 30 hour children receive 1140 (30x38) hours per year

· A maximum of 10 hours of government funding can be applied per day

If your child’s eligible birthday falls between the 1st April – 31st August you will be entitled to 38 FULL weeks funding and this will be applied from the 1st of September to the 31st of August of the following year and calculated in the following way; The amount of hours you are eligible for which is either up to 15 or 30 hours x 38 weeks divided by 12 months. 47.5 hours for 15 hour children (or 95 for 30 hours) will be deducted from your fees on a monthly basis, per year of enrolment. This follows our Price Plan A structure.

If your child’s eligible birthday falls between the 1st September – 31st December, you will be entitled to 25 weeks funding from the 1st of January until the 31st of August that year. The amount of hours you are eligible for which is either up to 15 or 30 hours x 25 weeks divided by 35 weeks (8 months, Jan-August). 46.88 hours for 15 hour children (or 93.75 for 30 hours) will be deducted from your fees on a monthly basis until 31st August. This follows our Price Plan B structure.

You will be eligible for 25 weeks of funding to cover from the date you start between

 1st January until 31st August. 15 hours x 25 weeks = 375 funded hours to stretch over 8 months. 375/8 months = 46.88 funded hours a month

15 Hours Funding-Government Stretched Hours = (46.88 funded hours a month)

30 Hours Funding-Government Stretched Hours = (93.75 funded hours a month)

The difference in hours will be charged for at our hourly rate to your monthly invoice.

From 1st September - 31st August the year after your fees will be calculated using the standard way above, using the full entitlement of 38 weeks of Government Funding.

If your child’s eligible birthday falls between the 1st January – 31st March, you will be entitled to 13 weeks funding from the 1st of April until the 20th July, this will be calculated in the following way; The amount of hours you are eligible for which is either up to 15 or 30 hours, this is then multiplied by 13 weeks divided by 22 weeks (5 months April-August), these hours are then deducted from your fees on a monthly basis. You will be eligible for 13 weeks of funding until 31st August to cover from the date you start between 1st April until 31st August.

15 hours x 13 weeks = 195 funded hours to stretch over 5 months. 195/5 months= 39 funded hours a month

15 Hours Funding-Government Stretched Hours = (39 funded hours a month)

30 Hours Funding-Government Stretched Hours = (78 funded hours a month)

The difference in hours will then be charged for at our hourly rate to your monthly invoice. This follows our Price Plan C structure.

From 1st September - 31st August the year after your fees will be calculated using the full entitlement of 38 weeks of Government Funding.

If your child is starting Mid-Term, their funding entitlement will be calculated from the start of the eligible term. This will be calculated over the attending weeks, so your first few months invoice may differ slightly depending on your individual entitlement.

If you leave the setting having over claimed funding hours these will need to paid back to the Nursery and will be added to your final invoice.

If your Child also attends another nursery setting or goes to a child minder you must inform us if you are also planning to claim any funding hours with them. This will reduce the amount of hours which we can claim.
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
